*Ag Luther left his monastery on
October 31, 1517, turned left,
and walked to the Castle Church
on the west side of town, | doubt
he had any idea just what he was
setting motion. Four years later,
Pope Leo's representative,
Aleander reported, “All of Ger-
many is an uproar! Ninety-
percent of the people are shout-
ing, “Luther!” and the other ten
percent—if they don’t care about
Luther—at least have “Death to
the Roman courtl” as their slo-
gan.” (Martin Brecht, Martin
Luther The Road to Reformation,
Fortress Press: 1:439).
